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Examination Courses Offered to Students in Years 12 and 13 

During the final two years of Lanna‟s Upper Secondary programme students pursue 
advanced level courses that form good preparation for employment or direct entry into 
universities throughout the world. These are based upon the curriculum of the British 
Advanced General Certificate of Education, usually referred to as “A levels”. The 
qualifications gained through following this British style course of study are recognised and 
valued throughout the world.  

Our programme of study in Years 12 and 13, taught by specialists, enables students to 
follow individual interests deeply. Students following a full A level programme will study four 
A level subjects, although less academic students may opt to study fewer A levels along 
with additional basic skills courses that are assessed internally. During Years 12 and 13 
students also have the option to prepare for the SAT (a standardised test for USA college 
admissions). 

Cambridge International A level is the world's most popular international examination for 
17–18 year olds. As one of the most recognised qualifications around the world, it is 
accepted as proof of academic ability for entry to universities worldwide. Cambridge 
International A levels typically take two years to complete and offer a flexible course of 
study that gives students the freedom to select subjects that are right for them and study 
these subjects in considerable depth. 

In some cases students may choose not to take a full A level in a particular subject and 
may instead take the Advanced Subsidiary (AS) level examination. As with A levels, these 
enable students to apply successfully to universities throughout the world. In terms of 
university entrance, an AS level has half of the value of a full A level. 

Good A and AS level grades can be a key to admission for all the world‟s major 
Anglophone universities. University course credit is often available in countries such as the 
USA and Canada, and good grades in carefully chosen A level subjects can result in up to 
one full year of credit.

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Programme 1 

 

Thinking Skills AS/A level (Years 12 & 13) 

Description: 

The course is based on Cambridge International Examinations AS (Advanced Subsidiary) / 
A (Advanced) level Syllabus 9694. The Thinking Skills course helps students to develop the 
attitudes and intellectual skills which will enable them to fully participate in rational 
discussion; one of the foundations of democratic society. This involves encouraging 
students to develop more mature and sophisticated ways of thinking, as well as learning 
specific critical reasoning and problem solving skills. The course is studied over a two year 
period. 

Course Schedule: 

AS/A level Thinking Skills classes are scheduled for four 40-minute periods per week. 

Statement of Purpose:  

The general aims of the Thinking Skills course are: 

¶ to provide students with a specific and transferable set of skills for solving problems, 
critical thinking and reasoning 

¶ to encourage students to apply these skills to realistic scenarios 

¶ to develop students‟ abilities to understand and engage confidently in argument and 
reasoning 

 
The principal areas covered by the Thinking Skills syllabus are: 

¶ Problem solving 

¶ Critical Thinking and Reasoning Skills 

¶ Communication 
 
It is expected that the skills developed in Thinking Skills will allow students to approach 
their other subjects with an improved ability to understand, analyse and resolve problems.   

Candidates will find Thinking Skills of great benefit in preparation for higher education and a 
wide range of careers, including the fields of law, scientific research, social science, 
journalism, medicine, business, accounting and engineering. Universities are increasingly 
looking for students who can demonstrate a high level of objective and rigorous thinking.  

As a curriculum subject, Thinking Skills offers students an excellent opportunity to express 
themselves in a free and open fashion. Lively debate, critical and investigative thinking are 
encouraged in the lessons, coupled with informed and disciplined reasoning. 

 

Assessment of Learning: 

The AS in Thinking Skills is awarded on the successful completion of Papers 1 and 2: 

Paper 1 is called „Problem Solving and Critical Thinking‟. This is assessed through 30 
multiple choice questions, each made up of a stimulus, a question and five options. 
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Paper 2 is called „Critical Reasoning‟. This is assessed by means of three questions 
requiring written answers. Each of questions 1 and 2 are based on a short passage and/or 
information in graphical or numerical form. The passage is followed by 4 or 5 sub-
questions, each requiring a short written answer. Question 3 is based on a passage of 
about 350 words and requires a longer structured written answer. 

Question 1 requires the candidate to evaluate evidence.  
Question 2 requires the candidate to engage in reasoning in a scientific context.  
Question 3 requires the candidate to evaluate and present an argument. 

 

The A level in Thinking Skills is awarded on the successful completion of Papers 1, 2, 
3 and 4: 

Paper 3 is called „Problem Solving and Critical Thinking (Advanced)‟. This is assessed 
through 20 multiple-choice questions. Each question is based on information in text, 
graphical and/or numerical form. 

Paper 4 is called „Applied Reasoning‟. This is assessed by 3 questions: 

Question 1 is a problem solving question requiring candidates to develop a model or 
carry out an investigation. 

Question 2 is a problem solving question requiring candidates to analyse information 
and draw conclusions. 

In both questions 1 and 2 candidates are given information in written, graphical or 
numerical form, followed by 3 or 4 sub-questions each requiring a numerical or short 
written answer. 

Question 3 is a critical thinking question requiring candidates to select from given 
information, opinion and/or argument and use this to construct a reasoned case. The 
source material for question 3 will consist of 3 or more documents. 
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Programme 2 

 

English Language and Literature AS/A level (Years 12 & 13) 

Description: 

The course is based on Cambridge International Examinations (CIE) AS (Advanced 
Subsidiary) English Language Syllabus 8693 in combination with CIE‟s AS / A (Advanced) 
level Literature in English Syllabus 9695. 

AS level English Language is designed for students who can already communicate 
effectively in English; it would normally be their mother tongue or very strong second 
language. Students learn how to improve their use of English in a variety of situations, 
understanding how to read texts and other source materials, and how to extract information. 

The AS and A level Literature in English syllabus involves studying a range of texts in the 
three main forms: prose, poetry and drama. Set texts are offered from a wide range of 
different periods and cultures. Students will develop skills of reading and analysis of texts, 
and are encouraged to undertake wider reading to aid understanding of the texts studied. 
They will learn skills of effective and appropriate communication including the ability to 
discuss the critical context of texts. 

Most students, who begin the course with the appropriate level of English for such a 
demanding course, will aim to gain an AS in English language and an AS in Literature 
(which in combination have the same value as one full A level); some students may take 
this further and gain a full A level in Literature. 

Course Schedule: 

AS/A level English classes are scheduled for nine 40-minute periods per week 

Statement of Purpose:  

The course aims to encourage: 

¶ A critical and informed response to writing in a range of forms, styles and contexts. 

¶ The interdependent skills of reading, analysis and communication. 

¶ Effective and appropriate communication. 
¶ An appreciation of, and an informed personal response to, literature in English in a 

range of texts in different forms, and from different periods and cultures. 

¶ Wider reading and an understanding of how it may contribute to personal 
development. 

 

Assessment of Learning: 

AS level English Language examination involves: 

Paper 1 – Passages for Comment: candidates answer two questions based on a passage, 
or passages, of text printed in the question paper. Each question involves a commentary on 
use of language in the passage(s) followed by a directed writing task based on the 
passage(s). 
 
Paper 2 – Composition: the paper is divided into two sections; Section A: Narrative 
/Descriptive/Imaginative Writing and Section B: Discursive/Argumentative Writing. 
Candidates attempt two tasks, one taken from each section. 
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AS/A level Literature in English examination involves: 
 
at AS level: 
 
Paper 3 – Poetry and Prose: candidates are required to answer questions on two texts. All 
questions require candidates to show understanding of the texts and to communicate this 
clearly and appropriately. Questions test candidates‟ understanding of the ways in which 
writers‟ choices of form, structure and language shape meanings. 
 
Paper 4 – Drama: candidates will be required to answer two questions on two plays. An 
essay question and a passage-based question are set on each text. A demonstration of 
understanding of the texts is required; in the same way as it is for Paper 3. 
 
at full A level: 
 
Candidates for the Advanced level qualification take four papers, including papers 3 and 4. 
In addition to Papers 3 and 4 the candidates take: 
 
Paper 5 – Shakespeare and other pre-20th Century Texts (all candidates): This paper is 
divided into Section A: Shakespeare, and Section B: Other pre-twentieth century texts. 
Candidates must answer one question from each Section. 
 
and either: 
 
Paper 6 – 20th Century Writing: candidates are required to answer one question on each of 
two different texts. 
 
or Paper 7 – Comment and Appreciation: candidates are required to write a critical 
appreciation of previously unseen passages printed on the Question Paper. The passages 
will cover at least two of the categories prose, poetry and drama. 
 
or Paper 8 – Coursework (School-based Assessment): candidates submit a folder of two 
essays on two texts, which cannot be texts set for study elsewhere in the Syllabus, and 
must be whole works, originally written in English. These two texts must be taken from two 
different forms (prose/poetry/drama). 

 

Where students plan to complete the full A level in English Literature a decision will be 
made between the teacher and students as to which combination of examination papers is 
most appropriate.  
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Programme 3 

 

English: Extended Language (Years 12 & 13) 

 

Areas of Study: 

The course is not externally examined, although many students choose to take 
TOEFL or IELTS towards the end of their final year. The course covers reading, 
writing, listening and speaking, with an emphasis on developing English skills for 
future academic purposes, and concludes with “in school” examinations, which test 
all of these skills. The subject matter of the examinations reflects the academic 
English perspective. 

 

Statement of Purpose: 

The course is designed to be studied after completion of the IGCSE ESL course 
taken at either extended or core level. The rationale for this course is needs based. 
Most of our students aim to continue in further education in English after leaving 
school and need to be able to understand and use academic English. Students will 
be exposed to a large range of academic English styles, which they would be likely 
to encounter in tertiary education – lectures, discussions, reports, reading passages. 
 
The course aims: 
 

¶ to develop the students' ability to use English effectively for the purpose of  

education; 

¶ to form a sound base for the skills required for further study; 

¶ to develop an awareness of the nature of language and language-learning skills; 

¶ to promote students‟ personal development; 

¶ to prepare students for TOEFL or IELTS examinations, as required. 
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English: Extended Language ï Years 12 and 13 

 
 
The course is divided into the following main areas of study: 

¶ Academic reading – texts are taken from books, magazines, journals and 

newspapers, all written for a non-specialist audience. 

¶ Academic writing – using tables and diagrams as stimuli, students are taught how to 

write a report, describing and explaining data.  Argumentative skills and recognising 

and using appropriate register are also covered. 

¶ Oral work – discussions, debates and interviews. 

¶ Listening – using a variety of recorded texts from conversations to news reports. 

¶ Vocabulary extension – related to topics in textbook and using SAT words.

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Programme 4 

 

Mathematics AS/A level  (Years 12 & 13) 

Description: 

The course follows the main aspects of the syllabus from the University of Cambridge.  
At Lanna we have opted for a course combination that incorporates Pure Mathematics, 
Mechanics, and Probability and Statistics.  

During Year 12 students study Pure Mathematics and Mechanics in preparation for the AS 
level Mathematics examination. During Year 13 students work towards the Advanced level 
qualification by studying further Pure Mathematics and Probability and Statistics. 

The course builds on the skills acquired at IGCSE (or equivalent) level.  

 
Course Schedule: 

AS/A level Mathematics classes are scheduled for nine 40-minute periods per week; 
considerable independent study is also required of the students. 

 
Statement of Purpose:  

The course aims for students to: 

¶ develop their mathematical knowledge and skills in a way which encourages 
confidence and provides satisfaction and enjoyment; 

¶ develop an understanding of mathematical principles and an appreciation of 
mathematics as a logical and coherent subject; 

¶ acquire a range of mathematical skills, particularly those which will enable them to 
use applications of mathematics in the context of everyday situations and of other 
subjects they may be studying; 

¶ develop the ability to analyse problems logically, recognise when and how a situation 
may be represented mathematically, identify and interpret relevant factors and, 
where necessary, select an appropriate mathematical method to solve the problem; 

¶ use mathematics as a means of communication with emphasis on the use of clear 
expression; 

¶ acquire the mathematical background necessary for further study in this or related 
subjects.

Assessment of Learning: 

In school assessments are made through written examinations along with homework and 
coursework assignments. 

The content has been divided into two roughly equal halves with candidates taking two 
examination papers for AS Mathematics towards the end of Year 12 (Pure Mathematics 1 
and Mechanics 1) and two further papers for the Advanced level qualification towards the 
end of Year 13 (Pure Mathematics 3 and Probability and Statistics 1). 
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Programme 5 

 

Mathematics for Non-Mathematicians (Years 12 & 13) 

 

Areas of Study: 

The focus in Year 12 is how to use geometric terminology and notation while 
visualising spatial relationships. Students learn to be able to conjecture and reason 
inductively and deductively, to use parallelism and prove parallelism, to recognise 
and prove congruent triangles. They also learn to analyse and apply properties of 
triangles as well as use right triangle relationships to solve problems. 

In Year 13 students learn to recognise similar triangles and use their properties to 
solve problems algebraically, numerically and in proof. They become able to 
recognise, interpret and use the properties of quadrilaterals in proof, algebraic and 
numeric problems. Students learn to recognise and make convincing arguments 
about properties of circles. They understand, apply properties of, and find perimeter 
and area of polygons, and will calculate surface area and volume of various solids. 
By the end, students are able to perform transformations. 

The course is not externally examined, but is assessed internally within school. This 
class is also used to prepare students who have not passed the IGCSE examination 
– to enable them to re-take the test.  

 

Statement of Purpose: 

The course is designed to extend students understanding of mathematics beyond 

IGCSE level and ensure a solid grounding in the subject for all students.

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Programme 6 
 

Biology AS/A level (Years 12 & 13) 

Description: 

The course follows the main aspects of the syllabus from the University of Cambridge.  The 
course is designed to be studied over a two year period before examination, as 
recommended by the examination board.  

The course is structured so that students gain not only the biological knowledge and facts 
about the living world around them, but also how this knowledge applies to themselves, 
society, industry, agriculture as well as some world issues and problems. The practical work 
involved allows for the development of skills in handling and using scientific apparatus, but 
also the skills required to follow and appreciate the process of “scientific method”. Students 
aim to gain an understanding of how to test a hypothesis, design suitable experiments, and 
draw conclusions from their data. 

Course Schedule: 

AS/A level Chemistry classes are scheduled for nine 40-minute periods per week; 
considerable independent study is also required of the students. 

Statement of Purpose:  

The course is structured so that students gain not only the biological knowledge and facts 
about the living world around them, but also how this knowledge applies to themselves, 
society, industry, and agriculture, as well as some world issues and problems. The practical 
work involved allows for the development of skills in handling and using scientific 
apparatus, and also the skills required to follow and appreciate the process of “scientific 
method”.

Environmental Management AS level (Years 12 & 13) 

 

Description: 

The AS level course is based on Cambridge International Examinations Syllabus 8291. The 
syllabus covers environmental issues and their management, especially the human aspect. 
Through their studies, students will about environmental resources and their human 
exploitation, and about the goal of sustainable environmental management. Students also 
consider a range of case study material which can feature local, regional or global 
examples. Although AS level Environmental Management extends and complements the 
relevant IGCSE syllabuses, candidates do not need to have studied the subject before 
starting the course. 

Course Schedule: 

AS level Environmental management classes are scheduled for five 40-minute periods per 
week; considerable independent study is also required of the students. 

Statement of Purpose:  

This course is designed such that students will: 

¶ develop a knowledge of the Earth‟s natural systems and the effects of human activity 
on these systems; 

¶ be challenged to think about important environmental problems, which face the world 
today;

It may be based on secondary source 
material and/or internet data, although the use of primary sources and field data collection 
should be undertaken where practicable and desirable.

Travel and Tourism AS/A level (Years 12 & 13) 

Description: 

The course follows the main aspects of the syllabus (code 9395) from the University of 
Cambridge. A and AS Level Travel and Tourism is suitable for both Advanced Level 
candidates and for those seeking a more specialised study of this subject. This syllabus 
encourages students to appreciate the scale and importance of the travel and tourism 
industry in the world and recognise the positive and negative impacts the industry may have 
on people, environments and economies. Students learn that the travel and tourism 
industry is dynamic in nature and how the industry responds to change: for example, 
external factors such as changing consumer needs and expectations, developments in ICT. 
The syllabus encourages students to learn practical and technical skills relevant to the 
industry, enabling them to deal with a range of complex situations and problems. 

 
Course Schedule: 

AS/A level Travel and Tourism classes are scheduled for nine 40-minute periods per week; 
considerable independent study is also required of the students. 

 
Statement of Purpose:  

The course is designed so that students gain an understanding of the main aspects of the 
workings of the Travel and Tourism sector of industry, and the role it plays in society.  

 
Students will: 

¶ develop an understanding of the scale and importance of the industry; 

¶ appreciate the importance of host destinations and communities to the industry; 

¶ appreciate the importance of sustainable development to the industry; 

¶ recognise the positive and negative impacts the industry may have on people, 
environment and economy; 

¶ appreciate the global and dynamic nature of the industry; 

¶ develop and sustain an interest in the issues affecting the industry and their potential 
effect on employment opportunities; 

¶ appreciate the importance of the customer to the industry; 

¶ acquire practical and technical skills relevant to the industry; 

¶ understand how the industry responds to change; 

¶ appreciate the impact of ICT on the industry; 

¶ develop their own values and attitudes in relation to industry issues; 

¶ develop skills in: 

Á decision-making and problem solving in the light of evaluation; 

Á the qualification and management of information, where appropriate; 

Á effective communication.

Geography AS/A level (Years 12 & 13) 

Description: 

The course follows the main aspects of the syllabus from the University of Cambridge. It is 
intended to be a balanced Geography course and so consists of a range of physical and 
human geography topics. 
 
Geography occupies a pivotal position in the understanding and interpretation of social, 
economic, political and environmental conditions and change. The syllabus encourages 
geographers to become aware of the specific contribution which they can make to the 
understanding of contemporary issues and to the understanding of the complexity of natural 
systems, their linkages and their impact upon the human race. Equally important is an 
understanding of the impact of the human race upon the environment and how this impact 
can be managed in achieving sustainable development. The study of environments is 
rooted in an understanding of physical processes, whilst throughout the syllabus the 
emphasis is on the study of real examples to illustrate the variety and complexity of human 
and physical environments. 
 
The course assumes some build up of knowledge and skills from Key Stage 3 Geography 
and IGCSE Geography classes with the assumption that the students have performed more 
than competently in the study of those materials; although it is possible to follow this course 
without having previously studied IGCSE Geography. 

 
Course Schedule: 

AS/A Level Geography classes are scheduled for nine 40-minute periods per week; 
considerable independent study is also required of the students. 
 
Statement of Purpose:  

The aims of the syllabus are the same for all students.   
 
The aims are to: 
 
• develop awareness of the relevance of geographical analysis to understanding 

and solving contemporary human and environmental problems; 
• introduce students to the main components of Physical and Human Geography 

and the interrelationships between these components; 
• encourage an understanding of the principal processes operating at different 

scales within Physical and Human Geography; 
• develop a sense of relative location, including an appreciation of the complexity 

and variety of natural and human environments; 
• demonstrate and explain the causes and effects of change over space and time 

on the natural and human environment; 
• demonstrate the importance of scale in understanding Physical and Human 

Geography;  
• make students aware of the problems of explanation (including data collection 

and processing) in Physical and Human Geography, and to give them an 
appreciation of the nature, value, limitations and importance of different 
approaches to analysis and explanation in Geography. 
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Skills and attitudes 
 
The aims are to: 
 
• increase knowledge of, and ability to use and apply, appropriate skills and 

techniques relevant to the greater understanding and interpretation of facts and 
relationships in Physical and Human Geography; 

• encourage a concern for accuracy and objectivity in collecting, recording, 
processing, analysing, interpreting and reporting data in a spatial context; 

• develop the ability to handle and evaluate different types and sources of 
information;  

• develop the skill to think logically, and to present an ordered and coherent 
argument in a variety of ways; 

• promote an appreciation of the need for understanding, respect and co-operation 
in conserving the environment and improving the quality of life at both a global 
scale and within the context of different cultural settings. 

 

Course Content: 
 
The syllabus has been constructed with a compulsory Advanced Subsidiary core. A full 
Advanced Level qualification requires the additional study of Advanced Physical and 
Advanced Core options.

During the AS level course (Year 12) the two Core Geography areas (Physical Core and 
Human Core) are studied:

Paper 1 – The paper will be split into three sections (A, B, and C) which will assess the 
Physical and Human Core topics: 
 

Section A: consisting of six questions based on the Physical and Human Core topics. 
Three questions will be set on the Physical Core and three on the Human 
Core. Candidates must answer five questions from these six.  

Section B: Extended writing - one question from a choice of three based on the 
Physical Core topics (one from each core topic). 

Section C: Extended writing - one question from a choice of three based on the 
Human Core topics (one from each core topic). 

 
At the completion of the full Advanced (A) level course candidates enter for two 
further examination papers: 
 
Papers 2 and 3 – These are separate question papers but both will be timetabled for the 
same date and session with a short break between them.  

Paper 2: Advanced Physical Options 

Paper 3: Advanced Human Options 

On each paper candidates will be required to answer two questions, each on a 
different topic. Two questions will be set on each topic.

History AS/A level (Years 12 & 13) 

 

Areas of Study: 

The course is based on Cambridge International Examinations Syllabus 9697. It is studied 
over a two-year period before examination, as recommended by the examination board. 
The flexible and wide-ranging syllabus covers six periods, ranging from the history of the 
Caribbean from 1794 to 1900, to international history from 1945 to 1991. Students can also 
study periods from European, Asian, African and American history. 

 

Course Schedule: 

AS/A Level History classes are scheduled for nine 40-minute periods per week; 
considerable independent study is also required of the students. 

 

Statement of Purpose:  

The two year course is designed so that students will gain an understanding of more 
specialised parts of the events and people that have shaped the 19th and 20th centuries 
and will be able to amalgamate those understandings into higher level historical 
conclusions. The emphasis is on both historical knowledge and on the skills required for 
historical research. Students learn about cause and effect, continuity and change, similarity 
and difference, and use historical evidence as part of their studies.  

 
The aims of the syllabus are the same for all students.  These are set out below and 
describe the educational purposes of a course in Advanced level History.  They are not 
listed in order of priority.  

  
The aims are to:  

 

¶ develop an interest in the past and an appreciation of human endeavour;  

¶ acquire an understanding and a sound knowledge of selected periods or themes;  

¶ gain an awareness of historical concepts such as change and continuity, cause and 
effect;  

¶ appreciate the nature and diversity of historical sources and methods used by 
historians;  

¶ grasp a variety of approaches to aspects and periods of History and differing 
interpretations of particular historical issues;  

¶ think independently and make informed judgements of issues;  

¶ cultivate empathy with people living in diverse places and at different times.

A level students study two topic 
areas. Topics are chosen each year through consultation between staff and students.

Year 12 - Advanced Subsidiary (AS) History 
 
During Y12 students study for the AS level examination. 
 
This syllabus requires candidates to study one area and period of History.  It includes 
source-based studies through which candidates will develop their skills of interpreting and 
evaluating evidence. 
 
 
Year 13 ï Advanced (A) level History 
 
Following successful completion of AS level studies students may study for A level in Y13. 
 
This syllabus requires candidates to study two different areas and periods of History, thus 
encouraging them to identify patterns in, and connections between, apparently contrasting 
events and developments.  It includes source-based studies through which candidates will 
develop their skills of interpreting and evaluating evidence. 
 
 
 

Assessment of Learning: 
 
In school assessments are made through homework and coursework assignments with an 
emphasis on argumentative essay writing, classroom participation, tests, mock 
examinations  and projects. 
 
At the completion of the courses Advanced Level candidates enter for two of the papers; 
Advanced Subsidiary (AS) candidates enter for one of the papers.  (Candidates wishing to 
follow a staged assessment route to the Advanced Level qualification may take the 
Advanced Subsidiary qualification first i.e. one paper at the end of Year 12 and another at 
the end of Y13.) 
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Programme 13 

 

Business Studies AS/A level (Years 12 & 13) 

 

Description: 

The course follows the main aspects of the syllabus of the University of Cambridge 
Advanced level and Advanced Subsidiary level qualifications (syllabus 9707). It is studied 
over a two-year period. 

The Business Studies syllabus enables students to understand and appreciate the nature 
and scope of business, and the role it plays in society. The syllabus covers economic, 
environmental, ethical, governmental, legal, social and technological issues, and 
encourages a critical understanding of organisations, the markets they serve and the 
process of adding value. Students examine the management of organisations and, in 
particular, the process of decision-making in a dynamic external environment.  

 

Course Schedule: 

AS/A Level Business studies classes are scheduled for nine 40-minute periods per week; 
considerable independent study is also required of the students. 
 

Statement of Purpose:  

The two – year course is designed so that students gain an understanding of the main 
aspects of the workings of business and the role of business in society. 

The course assumes no previous study of the subject. 

Students will: 

¶ understand and appreciate the nature and scope of business, and its role in society; 

¶ develop critical understanding of organizations, the markets they serve and the 
process of adding value. This involves consideration of the process of decision 
making in a dynamic external environment; 

¶ be aware that business behaviour can be studied from a range of stakeholders 
including customer, manager, creditor, owner/shareholder and employee; 

¶ be aware of the economic, environmental, ethical, governmental, legal, social and 
technological issues associated with business activity; 

¶ develop skills in: 
Á decision-making and problem solving in the light of evaluation; 
Á the qualification and management of information, where appropriate; 
Á effective communication. 

 

Topics Covered: 

¶ Business and the environment: business and industry; primary, secondary and 
tertiary industries; public and private sectors; sole traders, partnerships, limited 
companies; free market, planned and mixed economies; international and 
multinational businesses; small businesses; integration of businesses; economic 
environments and government policies. 
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¶ People in organisations: organisational structure; the importance of people; 
motivation theory; the functions of managers; Human Resource Management; 
management and labour including the role of trade unions. 

¶ Marketing: its role and importance; the importance of market orientation; marketing 
as part of a business; market research; primary and secondary research; qualitative 
and quantitative research; techniques of primary market research; market research 
techniques; niche and mass marketing; consumer behaviour and price elasticity of 
demand; factors influencing pricing decisions; pricing strategies; the marketing mix; 
product and brand; classification of products; product life cycle; research and 
development. 

¶ Operations Management: locational decisions; work study, production methods, 
capacity utilization, and use of cost information; „break even analysis‟; cost 
management; „economies and diseconomies of scale‟; „quality control and 
assurance‟. 

¶ Business Finance: the need for business finance; sources of finance; the workings of 
banks; the workings of the World Bank and the International Monetary Fund; the 
workings of stock exchanges. 

¶ Business Accounting: business accounts; balance sheets and profit and loss 
accounts; accounting ratios; profitability and liquidity ratios; investment appraisals; 
cash flow forecasts. 

¶ Information for Decision Making: sources of business information; measures of 
central tendency; methods of presenting statistical data; cost-benefit analysis; 
operational research; the blending technique of linear programming; decision tree 
analysis. 

 

Assessment of Learning: 
 
In school assessments are made through written examinations along with homework and 
coursework assignments. 

At the completion of the Advanced Subsidiary (AS) course candidates enter for two 
examination papers: 

1. Short answer and essay  

2. Data Response 

At the completion of the Advanced level (A) course candidates enter for an additional 
examination paper:

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Programme 14 

 

French AS/A level (Years 12 & 13) 

 

Description: 

This course follows the main aspects of the syllabus of the University of Cambridge 
Advanced level and Advanced Subsidiary level qualifications. AS Level French Language, 
Syllabus 8682 - Year 12; A level French Language and Literature, Syllabus 9716 - Year 13. 

AS and A level French courses are designed for students who can already communicate 
effectively in the language, as it may be their mother tongue or second language.  

The AS Level French syllabus enables students to achieve greater fluency, accuracy and 
confidence in the language as it is spoken and written, thereby also improving their 
communication skills. Students learn how to improve their use of French in a variety of 
situations, understanding how to read texts and other source materials, and how to extract 
information, initiate conversations and respond to questions both orally and in writing. 

The full A Level French builds on the language skills gained at AS Level, and is the ideal 
foundation for university-level study, or to improve career prospects. Students learn how to 
better use the language in a variety of situations. They are expected to handle French 
literature and other source materials, extracting information in order to respond to specific 
tasks.  

Course Schedule: 

AS/A Level French classes are scheduled for nine 40-minute periods per week; 
considerable independent study and practice is also required of students. 

Course Objectives: 

The aims are set out below and 
describe the educational purposes of following a course in a Language at Advanced or 
Advanced Subsidiary Level

Art and Design AS/A level (Years 12 & 13) 

 

Description: 

This course follows the main aspects of the syllabus of the University of Cambridge 
Advanced level and Advanced Subsidiary level qualifications.  

The Art and Design syllabus considers expression and communication. Students learn 
about visual perception and aesthetic experience, and the ways in which art and design 
creates a language of its own. Most of the work for this syllabus is practical or studio based, 
so that students can develop their abilities of observation and analysis of the visual world, 
sensitivity, skill, personal expression and imagination. They also learn how to relate their 
skills to an enhanced knowledge of their own cultures, past and present, as well as an 
appreciation of practical design problems. 

 

Course Schedule: 

AS/A Level Art and Design classes are scheduled for nine 40-minute periods per week; 
considerable independent work is also required of the students. 
 

Statement of Purpose: 

Art and Design complements literary, mathematical, scientific and factual subjects.  It is 
especially concerned with the development of visual perception and aesthetics.  It is a form 
of communication and a means of expressing ideas and feelings. An Art and Design course 
should encourage personal expression, imagination, sensitivity, conceptual thinking, 
powers of observation, an analytical ability and practical attitudes.  It should lead to greater 
understanding of the role of the visual arts in the history of civilisations.  It should widen 
cultural horizons and enrich the individual.  
The very essence of art is centred around being creative, exploring new things based on 
studies of past creative endeavours and, more importantly, one‟s own. Although there are 
“techniques” which can be learned, the study of art is essentially not a study of facts to be 
retained, and is one which allows and needs considerable freedom of individual expression. 
 
The course seeks to stimulate, encourage and develop:  

¶ confidence, enthusiasm and a sense of achievement in the practice of Art and 
Design;  

¶ an ability to identify and solve problems in visual and tactile form;  

¶ an ability to record from direct observation and personal experience;  

¶ the technical competence and manipulative skills necessary to form, compose and  

¶ communicate in two and three dimensions;  

¶ knowledge of a working vocabulary relevant to the subject;  

¶ the ability to organise and relate abstract ideas to practical outcomes;  

¶ experimentation and innovation through the inventive use of materials and 
techniques;  

¶ intuitive and imaginative responses showing critical and analytical faculties;  

¶ an interest in, and a critical awareness of, environments and cultures. 
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Areas of Study Components 2 and 3 (coursework components) 
 
Painting and Related Media  Textiles   Ceramics 
Sculpture     Graphic Design  Fashion Design 
Printmaking     Film and Video  Photography 
 
Candidates must specialise in one of the above areas of study. This list is not exhaustive 
and other areas of study - e.g. jewellery, puppetry, are quite acceptable. 
 
 
Assessment of Learning: 
 
In school assessments are made on an on-going basis through assessment of coursework. 
 
To gain AS/A level qualifications students have to undertake various externally marked 
assessments, as detailed below. 
 
Advanced Subsidiary (AS) comprises the following two components: 
 
Component 1: Controlled Test (15 hours, spread over a number of days) 
 
The examination paper will provide candidates with the opportunity to respond in a variety 
of ways, for example: interpretative, design, abstract, photography, etc. This component is 
concerned with developing the candidate's response to visual stimuli and encourages the 
process of direct observation from primary sources, recording, analysis and two and/or 
three-dimensional development. The candidate will choose one stimulus from the 
examination paper from which to make studies in any suitable colour/tone, medium, 
process or technique. 
 
Component 2: Coursework 
 
One coursework project from one area of study given under the Curriculum Content  will be 
pursued during the course. The intention of this component is to allow candidates to pursue 
a field of study in research, development and realisation in depth.  
 
 
To complete A full Advanced (A) level there are two additional components: 
 
Component 3: Coursework 
 
One coursework project from one area of study given under the Curriculum Content will be 
pursued during the course. The work may or may not be from the same area of study as 
work submitted for Component 2. The intention of this component is to allow candidates to 
pursue a field of study in research, development and realisation in depth.  
 
Component 4: Related Study 
 
Candidates will produce a detailed study of any aspect of the visual arts that relates to their 
work for Component 2 or Component 3: Coursework. First-hand experience of the work(s) 
should form at least part of the study. Although it is envisaged that first-hand familiarity with, 
for example, a building or design studio, will be the instigation of the candidate's interest, 
reference to other works not easily available except in reproduction may form a substantial 
part of the study.

In addition, the aims of the Advanced curriculum in Applied ICT is to encourage students to:

¶ develop an understanding of the constituent parts, uses and applications of ICT 
systems within a wide range of organisations, including the use of a range of 
computer networks;

They are also 
encouraged to try out a range of physical activities, including team and individual sports, 
games, and outdoor activities; students then use the theoretical knowledge they have 
gained to analyse the different factors influencing performance. The course also 
encourages students to understand and explain trends in Physical Education and Sport.  

Note that Physical Education (9396) will be available at AS and A level in November 
examination sessions only.  

Course Schedule: 

AS/A Level Physical Education classes are scheduled for nine 40-minute periods per week; 
considerable independent work is also required of the students. 

Statement of Purpose: 

The aims of a course based on this syllabus, whether leading to an AS or A level 
qualification, should be to: 

• provide a knowledge and understanding of the conceptual basis, structure and 
function of a representative selection of physical education activities; 

• develop understanding and problem-solving skills (interpretation and evaluation); 

• develop planning and practical skills for effective performance; 

• foster an ability to relate practice to theory and theory to practice; 

• develop an understanding of the scientific, socio-cultural and environmental 
factors which influence physical education; 

• provide an experience which is valuable both as a means of personal 
development and as a foundation for employment or more advanced study. 

In addition, the Advanced GCE syllabus aims to encourage candidates to: 

• develop the capacity to think critically about the relationships between the 
different factors influencing performance; 

• develop a capacity to explain global trends in Physical Education and Sport.

Candidates are assessed in an open 
environment (Effective Performance). Candidates will be required to evaluate and 
appreciate a live performance in one of their chosen activities. This will be internally 
assessed and externally moderated by CIE.

Thai ï Advanced Post IGCSE (Years 12 & 13)

Thai ï Beginner (Years 12 & 13) 

 

Areas of Study: 

The course is not based on an examinations syllabus, but is assessed internally within the 
school.  The course is designed for non-Thai speakers. It incorporates reading, writing, 
listening, speaking skills, and grammar drills, as well as Thai culture.   

 

Statement of Purpose: 

 The course is provided for non-Thai and half-Thai students.  The course involves 
developing reading and writing skills.  The materials used are Thai Text Book Prathom 3, 
Thai Grammar Prathom 3, and Thai Classics.  Students will enjoy reading Thai Classics 
and Thai stories with English translation. They also will learn about Thai Holidays and Thai 
Kings.  They will have a field trip to a Thai temple and do the Thai crafts. 

 
The aims are to: 

¶ communicate effectively and appropriately; 

¶ develop reading and writing skills; 

¶ increase reading comprehension; 

¶ learn about Thai Holidays and Thai Kings; 

¶ appreciate aspects of Thai culture. 
  
 

During the two year course the following areas are studied: 
 

Area A:  Reading and Writing - Students will: 

¶ understand Thai Classics; 

¶ write an essay; 

¶ read and analyse text; 

¶ describe objects and environments; 

¶ write stories from pictures; 

¶ do reading comprehension. 

    

Area B:  Thai Grammar - Students will: 

¶ do Thai grammar exercises; 

¶ write in various sentences styles; 

 

Area C:  Thai Culture - Students will: 

¶ learn about Thai holidays and Thai Kings; 

¶ sing and dance Thai songs; 

¶ participate in Loy Krathong and Song Kran cerebrations; 

¶ learn about Thai crafts.

Chinese ï Foreign/First Language IGCSE (Years 12 & 13) 

 

Areas of Study: 

The first language course is based on Cambridge International Examinations Syllabus 
0547. Students continue to develop the skills and knowledge necessary for successful 
completion of the IGCSE course. This is a course designed for students learning Mandarin 
Chinese as a foreign language. In addition to studying the Chinese language the course 
also aims to offer insights into the culture and civilisation of countries where the language is 
spoken, thus encouraging positive attitudes towards language learning and towards 
speakers of foreign languages. 

 
 
Statement of Purpose: 

The main aim of the course is to develop an ability to use the language effectively for 
purposes of practical communication. The course is based on the linked language skills of 
listening, reading, speaking and writing, and these are built on as students progress 
through their studies. The specific aims are set out below and describe the educational 
purposes of following a course in a foreign language for the IGCSE examination. They are 
not listed in order of priority. The aims are to:  

 

¶ develop the ability to use the language effectively for purposes of practical 
communication within the country of residence, where appropriate, and in all the 
countries where the language is spoken;  

¶ form a sound base of the skills, language and attitudes required for further study, 
work and leisure;  

¶ offer insights into the culture and civilisation of the countries where the language is 
spoken – this may include literature where appropriate;  

¶ encourage fuller integration into the local community, where relevant;  

¶ develop a fuller awareness of the nature of language and language learning;  

¶ encourage positive attitudes toward foreign language learning and towards speakers 
of other languages and a sympathetic approach to other cultures and civilisations;  

¶ provide enjoyment and intellectual stimulation;  

¶ complement other areas of study by encouraging skills of a more general application 
(e.g. analysis, memorising, and drawing of inferences). 

 
 

This IGCSE is made available to students where timetabling of A level classes makes it 
possible to do so. 
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Programme 22 

 

Physical Education (Years 12 & 13) 

 

Areas of Study: 

The course is not based on an examinations syllabus, but is assessed internally within the 
school. The course is designed to foster enjoyment in physical activity by providing students 
with an opportunity to take part in a range of physical activities, which include both 
individual and team sports. 

 

Statement of Purpose: 

By following the course students will be able to develop their already advanced skills and 
techniques. The course contributes to the total development of the individual: physically, 
intellectually, emotionally, and socially. Students discover the „self‟ through activities which 
are not only enjoyable but also contribute to healthy living. The course aims to encourage 
and promote an appreciation of others, and develop knowledge and understanding of the 
physical activities which encourage individuals to become teacher independent, responsible 
for their own learning, and able to make value judgments on the benefit of particular 
activities available in the community in which they are living. 

 
Students will: 

¶ develop an appreciation and fundamental understanding of the value of Physical 
Education and its relationship to a healthy active lifestyle; 

¶ develop an awareness of movement as a creative medium in the development of  
communication, expression, aesthetic appreciation as reflected in dance and 
gymnastics; 

¶ develop the motor skills necessary to enable students to participate successfully in  
variety of physical activities success being measured in relation to the individuals‟ 
personal development; 

¶ demonstrate skills and techniques readily applicable in more complex patterns; 

¶ demonstrate good knowledge of correct procedure appropriate to the activity; 

¶ be able to choose sporting activities suited to themselves. 
 
Course components 
 
Students will: 

¶ take part in team sports such as: capture the flag, volleyball, football, futsal, 
basketball, and kickball – demonstrating strategies and tactics; 

¶ participate in running, walking, and swimming activities such as: track and  field 
events, mile run, swim meet events. 
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Programme 23 

 

Community Service (Years 12 & 13) 

 

Areas of Study: 

This two-year course is In keeping with the school‟s mission to prepare “students to be 
responsible world citizens who demonstrate a commitment to life-long learning and the 
application of that learning to the improvement of self, and local and global communities.” 
LIST offers a diverse Community Service programme. The overall objectives for our 
students as they participate in the programme are to recognise how as young people they 
can be agents of change and to develop a lifelong commitment to community involvement. 
The course is not based on an examinations syllabus. 

 
 

Statement of Purpose: 

By following this course students will: 

¶ help many in-need organisations; 

¶ contribute to charities through providing funding, goods, and active personal 
involvement; 

¶ work as part of a team and learn how to develop productive working relationships; 

¶ develop organisational and communication skills; 

¶ develop the ability to adapt to changing situations; 

¶ improve aspects of our school community, and other communities; 

¶ develop a greater understanding of rural communities; 

¶ develop greater consideration for others. 

 
Activities: 
 
Community Service can incorporate a very wide range of activities. Service can be within 
the school and also outside of the confines of the school. The precise activities undertaken 
are dependent upon the interests of the group and the opportunities available in any given 
year. Examples of activities undertaken in the past include: 

 

¶ Developing brail resources for a local blind school. 

¶ Organising a winter festival party and outing for AIDS infected children, as well as 
raising funds for the Akape Home for AIDS Victims. 

¶ Providing resources for a number of schools much less well-off than ours. 

¶ Funding education projects for remote areas. 

¶ Providing funds to assist in dealing with the effects of distant disasters. 

¶ Going in and cleaning flooded houses in Chiang Mai. 

¶ Organising an English speaking campaign within our school community. 

¶ Recycling paper, bottles and plastic. 

¶ Speaking in assemblies to keep the school community informed of upcoming 
events/previous successes. 
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Programme 24 
 

College and Careers Class (Years 12 & 13) 

Description: 

The College and Careers class is designed to be taken over a two year period for students 
in years 12 and 13. The course concentrates on teaching skills necessary for exploring 
careers and further education options, and exposing students to a variety of options 
available to them after they graduate from school. It is a very practical course with input 
from outside experts and with some collaboration with the other international schools in 
Chiang Mai. 

Course Schedule: 

The time set aside for this course is 1 x 40 minute period per week in both years 12 and 13 
and a compulsory 4 day teamwork and leadership course, which is held every other year. 

Course Objectives: 

¶ To expose students to a variety of college and university courses available within 
Thailand and internationally. 

¶ To help students explore their areas of strength and consider what future careers 
might be appropriate for them. 

¶ To help students to set realistic, attainable goals for their immediate future. 

¶ To give students the skills needed for job and college applications. 

¶ To help students understand the importance of teamwork and to learn how to be a 
team player. 

¶ To help develop leadership skills, where appropriate.

¶ How to write a C.V 

¶ How to write a personal statement 

¶ How to fill in a university application form 

¶ Simulation interviews for jobs and colleges 

¶ Online Personality and Careers tests 

¶ What to look for on a university website 

¶ Visiting speakers from local and international universities 

¶ Annual visits to college fairs in October and February 

¶ Day visit to local university – Payap/Chiang Mai University. 

¶ Preparation and production of a school assembly to inform parents and students 
about what they learned on their leadership course. 
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
